Registration

Tuition Fees

Fees must be paid for each semester at the registration or at the time of the first
lesson:

Arrangements can be made for an extended payment plan as follows: 50% of
tuition fees at the registration with the ballance due no later than November 1,
2021 for the Fall semester & April 1, 2022 for the Spring semester.

Attendance
